Worldview Tool Box

Our Worldview Toolbox program came to fruition this year. Many years ago, while | was still pastoring, God began to give me
insight into some of the underlying reasons for why our churches are losing their effectiveness; specifically, that the
evolutionary/humanistic philosophy has permeated the general American worldview of the last several generations and the
Gospel we hold so dear was being nullified by the blending of this philosophy and the Bible.

Since that time, Science According to Moses has been printed three times, and | have continued to gain insight into how to best
attack and resolve this problem, which has brought us to this point. It is the church, with all of her human faults, that must
lead the charge in this battle; and that is why we have chosen to begin to train pastors and other church leaders in the
development of a literal Biblical Worldview, beginning in Genesis. This is in keeping with the pattern established in the New

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Worldview Current Events

War of Words

One of the best arenas in which to observe the assertion of one’s Worldview on others is the realm of politics. During the
recent national campaign, we were bombarded to such an extent with semantic illusion as to be almost benumbed to the
subtle presentations of the Worldview content served up by the Political Pundits. It was just this fact that caused me a bit of
internal chuckling as | read a recent book review.

The book review was written by Thom Hartmann in regards to a book penned by George Lakoff. The book was titled, Don’t
Think of an Elephant: Know Your Values and Frame the Debate. Mr. Hartmann begins his review with these words:

“During the 1988 presidential campaign, Republican partisans began employing an unusually skillful use of language
and advertising technique. The Willie Horton ads, for example, used an old NeuroLinguistic Programming (NLP)
technique of ‘Anchoring via Submodalites,’ linking Dukakis, at an unconscious level in the viewer’s mind, to Willie
Horton by the use of color versus black-and-white footage, and background sound. After a few exposures to these psy-
ops ads, people would ‘feel’ Willie Horton when they ‘saw’ Dukakis.”

(For those who are unfamiliar with Willie Horton, he was a convicted murderer who was released in June of 1986 from the
Northeastern Correctional Center in Concord, MA, for a 48 hour furlough. He did not return. Later, he assaulted a man in
his home and raped his wife. Michael Dukakis was the governor of Massachusetts at the time of Horton’s release. While the
furlough program was signed into law by Governor Francis Sargent in 1972, Governor Dukakis vetoed a bill to ban furloughs
for first-degree murderers in 1976). Mr. Hartmann goes on to report on a memo, purported to be “secret,” produced by Newt
Gingrich for GOP leaders suggesting they use certain words when addressing certain issues or people, thereby forming pictures
that the leaders desire their constituents to have.

This information was a commentary laid down as a positive basis for the subject of Mr. Lakoff’s book. The review describes
the book as beginning with “discussions of the views of government that are held by conservatives and liberals (‘strict father’
vs. ‘Nurturing parent’), and points out how debates are won by conservatives even before the discussion has begun because
they were first to seize control of the language.”

The content of this review reminds me of a portion of Scripture found in Proverbs 18:17: “He who states his case first seems
right, until his rival comes and cross-examines him.” (Amplified) The whole idea of “political correctness” has become well
established in our nation, to the point that it has gained entrance into dictionaries. The web-site Dictionary.com defines
“politically correct,” as: 1) Of, relating to, or supporting broad social, political, and educational change, especially to redress
historical injustices in matters such as race, class, gender, and sexual orientation; 2) Being or perceived as being overconcerned
with such change, often to the exclusion of other matters.

The very definition implies a “redefining” of history. There is a quote that has been attributed to various tyrants throughout
history which states, “ He who controls the language rules the world.” What an interesting concept! Do you suppose that 8-
year-old children of the United States have the same understanding of the word “liberty” as did our parents who fought on
the beaches of lwo Jima?

Another quote attributed to Hitler is: “If you repeat a lie often enough people will believe it.” Today, we have taken both of
these and synthesized them into one colloquialism: spin. And lest | be accused of the very thing with which Mr. Hartmann
was accusing the Republicans, Winston Churchill is quoted as saying, “In time of war, when truth is so precious, it must be
attended by a bodyguard of lies.” The bottom line is: “political correctness” is simply another designation for the reshaping
of truth via the redefining of the meaning of words.

But, is what Mr. Hartmann telling us regarding the Republican’s use of “guiding” the voters thought patterns by using selective
words, the first use of this concept? Is this practice found in Scripture? | dare say that this tactic is as old as the father of lies,
himself. However, there are some who would trace the modern usage of this method to a man named Edward L. Bernays,
sometimes called the “Father of Spin.” Bernays was a student (and nephew ) of Sigmund Freud, but instead of using Freud’s
hypotheses to probe hidden secrets of the mind, he put his theories to use in the manipulation of how one thinks. He began
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his professional career in the 1920’s, where he took on cases of how to create a public perception about some idea or product.

It was Bernays who set up the stunt of having women

corporate sponsored “think tanks.”

Bernays learned that the best way to create
credibility for a product or an image was to have that product or image verified by a “third-party” endorsement. Thus began
the inundation of corporate sponsored “think tanks.” He, along with others, also began to formulate rules and guidelines for
creating public opinion. Bernays and his fellow “experts” felt that “important decisions should be left to the experts,” and
“when reframing issues, stay away from substance; create images.”

So, when the Republicans were accused of recently resorting to unfair and underhanded practices to sway voters, | would
venture to say that this is akin to the pot calling the kettle black — both parties should both be ashamed.
This has probably gone on long enough; so, how does this apply to Worldview? In just this way: one of basic premises of
Biblical Worldview is that the Word of God is the only reliable source of truth. In the world of politics, (at least as we see it
here), there is no party who represents the Creator; our His Will all parties are guilty of the same tactics. In this war of meanings,
it is imperative that one be well founded in the Word of God, in order to perceive the truth of any given matter. “The simple
believes every word, but the prudent considers well his steps.” Proverbs 14:15

Is There a Worldview “Agenda?”

Does this headline sound like a “conspiracy theory” lead in? Well, frankly, it is. The Wise Man wrote in Proverbs
1:10-11a; 13-16:

“My son, if sinners entice you, Do not consent. If they say, ... ‘We shall find all kinds of precious possessions, we shall
fill our houses with spoil; Cast your lot among us, let us all have one purse,” My son, do not walk in the way with them,
keep your foot from their path; for their feet run to evil...”

It is obvious from the tenor of this passage that Solomon knew there would be those who would seduce his son to an evil way
of life. Itis interesting how much time they (the enticers) spend on “selling” their product. They sure make it sound as if there
are no ill consequences. But Solomon knows different, for later on he says, “But they lie in wait for their own blood, they lurk
secretly for their own lives.” (1:18) Keeping this in mind, observe these two accounts of study findings and then ask the above
question for yourself: What is the Worldview “agenda?”

First, an article appeared in the September 2004 Pediatrics journal located on the website PedialLink.org., entitled “Watching
Sex on Television Predicts Adolescent Initiation of Sexual Behavior.” Without going into all the details, let me sum this study
up by saying that they found that those adolescents, ages 12-17, who fell in the oot percentile of TV sex viewing had a predicted
probability of intercourse initiation that was approximately double that of youths in the 10t percentile. Exposure to TV that
included only talk about sex was associated with the same risks as exposure to TV that depicted sexual behavior. Wow! This
study appears to indicate that adolescents tend to behave according to modeled behavior. How many of you saw this very
important finding on the evening news? Or did you see it headlined across the cover of any major news periodical? How
many of you have actually heard of PediaLink.com or knew of the Pediatrics journal before reading this newsletter? Probably
not very many.

Two months later, this article appeared in the headlines section of the November 15, 2004 Fox News Channel: Teenage Kids
of Same-Sex Parents Fare Well. It seems, according to the article reporting on a study by the National Longitudinal Study of
Adolescent Health, that children of same-sex couples (at least they didn’t say families) were found to be no different than those
of opposite-sex couples. “Regardless of whether they lived with same-sex or opposite-sex couples, adolescents whose parents
reported having close and satisfying relationships with them were more likely to have made positive adjustments at school
as well as at home.” Furthermore, the study showed that the adolescents, ages 12-18, whose mothers had same-sex partners
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were neither more or less likely than those whose mothers had opposite-sex partners to report that they were involved in a
romantic relationship during the past year or that they had ever engaged in sexual intercourse.

Making every effort to put aside my emotional outrage at what | read, | will propose for you a couple of the issues | logically
take with this study, at least as it is presented. To begin with, the study compared the incidence of sexual activity only between
those in the study (naturally). However, the parameters of the study group are not defined. In other words, if they were to take
the members of their study group from the goth percentile of the study mentioned above (those who had double the incidence
of sexual activity compared to those in the 10t percentile), then the findings will only reinforce a standard of promiscuity as
being “normal.” If, on the other hand, those taken from the heterosexual households came from conservative, evangelical,
and or homeschooled families — and they then produced the same conclusions, then we have a REAL study of import.

Secondly, the study was to have looked at three areas: romantic relationships, school adjustment, and psychological well-
being of the adolescents. From a strictly Biblical worldview perspective, we would question any romantic relationship at this
age. The current practice of dating and steady relationship has no foundation in the Bible and only prepares adolescents for
shallow, non-committed relationships as they enter
into marital relationships. So, studying this aspect
begins with a benchmark that falls outside of a Biblical
worldview. But, | editorialize. In order to establish a
base line, necessary for determining deviation from
that base line, one must know what is considered
normal romantic behavior for an adolescent; if the
current culture is used, then that base line could easily
fall outside of the lines you and | would consider normal
or acceptable. School adjustment | have already dealt with. But the last category, psychological well-being, is the one that
makes me laugh. The study was being conducted by individuals who believe that same-sex relationships are psychologically
normal! How would we know if these subjects were, indeed, psychologically imbalanced?

My last point in this article is to point to the source of this report: Fox News Channel. Not exactly PediaLink.org. By placing
this report in a media resource with the influence and prestige of the Fox News Channel, it takes on a much more legitimate
ring, to say nothing of the exposure it will receive compared to that of PediaLink. So, | ask you again: Is There a Worldview
“Agenda?” | believe there is. “That which has been is what will be, that which is done will be done, and there is nothing new
under sun.”

News from the World of Origins

Evolution goes Hollywood

Many of us grew up reading (or having read to us) the adventurous tales of Bilbo and Frodo Baggins in The Hobbit and The
Lord of the Rings trilogy, and recently we have been entertained by full Hollywood productions of the trilogy. And while, as |
read these delightful tales | would project myself into the characters, as most of us will, I never in my wildest dreams thought
that | was related to these creatures J.R.R. Tolkien called “hobbits.” Thanks to a new discovery, | can now count them as my
relatives.

Both Associated Press and USA Today have produced articles reporting on a 3 foot tall skeletal specimen which is figured to
be included in the extended human family. The specimen is thought to be female and fully mature, estimated to be around
30 years old at death. While the scientific name given this specimen is Homo floresiensis or Flores man, she has quickly become
known as “Hobbit.” These specimens have been dated from 12,000 years to 95,000 years and are restricted to the island of
Flores, in remote Indonesia.

This find is suppose to add controversy to the evolutionary theory(s) of the origin of man (that comes as no surprise). One
article wrote that “...it demonstrates that Africa, the acknowledged cradle of humanity, does not hold all the answers to
persistent questions of how — and where — we came to be.” One comment | find particularly interesting was made by Peter
Browns’ (professor at Australia’s University of New England) team regarding the suspected reason for the size of the specimen.
They believe that this is an example of island dwarfism, the widely observed tendency of isolated species to evolve toward
small sizes because they are separated from mainland predators. Evolution downward? Seems to be self-contradictory.
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discipling others in the same. This produces a geometric progression and has great potential in the successful accomplishment
of the last clause of the Great Commission: “teaching them [disciples] to observe all things that | have commanded you.”
Matthew 28:20a. Furthermore, it strongly establishes the participants in what they already believe, allowing them to “...give
a reason for the hope that is in...” (I Peter 3:15) them. For too long, the evolutionary crowd has cowed the average Christian
with the threat that they would be considered superstitious lunatics or uninformed bigots if they believed the Genesis story
of Creation. Yet, while they held this over our heads, our families were falling apart for lack of foundation. Pay special attention
to this quote from the Barna Research Group, from their, Teenagers’ Beliefs Moving Farther from Biblical Perspective, October
23, 2000.

“The unintentional yet constant reinforcement of their [our Christian youth] inappropriate beliefs by the
people and institutions they trust is making the job tougher and tougher for the Church. If Biblical truth is
going to prevail in American society, it will require a strategic, long-term, coordinated effort to convey God’s
truth in ways that shake young people from their theological complacency and arrogance. Churches and
individual believers cannot continue to minister in the same ways they have been doing for the past decade.
Families must become more diligent and reliable in the religious training they provide to their children.
The depth of the problem is beyond what churches, by themselves, can address. To overcome the spiritual
distortions so common in our society requires a more comprehensive and long-term solution.” (emphasis
added)

So, beginning in January, we will begin specialized training of our first Worldview Training cadre, consisting of pastors and
church leaders from many points in America. This program is unique in that, unlike most Bible seminars, this is a long-term
project. To give some idea of what | mean, there is quote by Leroy Eims, in his book The Lost Art of Disciple Making, that pretty
well defines what we are saying: “You are not a successful disciple until the one you are discipling has successfully discipled
another.” The development of a complete Biblical Worldview is a life-long process, therefore, this training must be systematic
and ongoing. | must give special thanks to Leonard and Shay Hoffman for their financial support of this project.
Lastly, let me publicly give thanks to God for the reality that all of the above mentioned will greatly enable CTF in the
accomplishment of her mission statement. Just the tasks that we know of awaiting us in 2005, is reason enough to humbly
bow before the Father.

Now, as we close out this great year of blessing, that seems to have flown by, the staff of Creation Truth Foundation and myself
pray for you the warmest Christmas Season and the most Blessed New Year you have ever experienced.
